June 2007-Jan. 30, 2009, news editor of the Georgetown News-Graphic, a five-issue a week publication. I also do a lot of photography since the News-Graphic does not have a staff photographer. Terminated Jan. 30 due to “the economy.”

June 2003 to June 2007, editor of The Clay City Times and the Irvine Citizen Voice and Times. Duties included managing a small news staff, news and feature reporting, photography, layout and design.

June 1981 to June 2003, employed by The Winchester Sun. For 17 of those years was sports editor but also wrote news and features and did photography, both sports and news. For three of those years was on the news desk where I designed the front page and other pages while also doing news and features and sports photography. The final two years I was the senior staff writer covering school board and fiscal court regularly while also doing other news, features and photography. During my tenure at The Sun I also covered the Clark County Agricultural Tour and traveled to a different state each year all across the country, writing a series of articles with photographs upon my return on the various aspects of agriculture in the state visited. During my tenure at The Sun I won many first-place awards in Kentucky Press Association contests for news writing, sports writing, feature writing and photography. I also won a third-place award in feature writing in a National Newspaper Association national contest.

September 1978 to June 1980, employed by the Carlisle Mercury as editor. Duties included covering various types of meetings, spot news, features, photography, layout and design and taking completed paper to printer and returning with it.

September 1977 to September 1978, coordinator of The Winchester Sun Centennial Edition. Duties included planning and coordinating an edition commemorating The Sun’s 100th anniversary, research into and writing about the community’s history and industry, and designing the edition. Although I had a one-year contract specifically stating I was to work on the Centennial edition, I also assisted the regular news staff with daily production, news, features and photography. The Centennial Edition won a third-place award for special section in that year’s National Newspaper Association national contest.

November 1975 to September 1977, employed by the McCreary County Record as editor. Duties included news, features and photography. Won first-place awards in 1976 from the Kentucky Press Association for best editorial and best news story, both dealing with lengthy coal-mine strike in Stearns, Ky.

August 1973 to September 1975, employed by the Cynthiana Democrat as production manager. In this capacity I oversaw a staff of six which produced five weekly newspapers from Monday morning to Wednesday afternoon.

July 1972 to August 1973, employed by the Lexington Herald-Leader. My first assignment was as a news reporter for the city desk but was soon moved to the state desk where I took news and obituaries from the various community correspondents the paper had at that time.

September 1969 to July 1972, employed by the Cynthiana Democrat as a reporter. Covered meetings, spot and breaking news and served as photographer.

Other employment history

My first job in newspapers was as an unpaid sports columnist for the Cynthiana Democrat in 1966 and 1967.

In 1968 I joined the staff of the Cynthiana Kentuckian, a start-from scratch newspaper which lasted one year. While working for the Kentuckian I was offered a paying job with the Democrat, which I declined. After the Kentuckian folded I was again offered a job with the Democrat, which was under new management from when I had been an unpaid sportswriter, and I accepted.

For a period of several weeks in the fall of 1975 I worked for the Kentucky Post as a regional reporter traveling northern Kentucky. Again, in 1977 I worked for the Post as a city reporter for a period of several weeks. I helped the Post cover the Beverly Hills nightclub fire and the week after the fire had the lead story on the front page.

In 2001 I was asked to write an article about Kentucky high school football for Kentucky Living magazine and it was the lead article for that month’s issue.

During high school I had a part-time job after school and on Saturday in a clothing store for four years and during one summer while I was in college I worked at a gas station, an old-time full service gas station where I pumped gas, cleaned windshields, checked oil, water and tires, fixed flats and changed oil.
